B. UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE (ULDC) REVISIONS

1. CR-2022-0002 - Transfer of Development Rights for Workforce Housing Units, Art. 5
Ms. Bello provided a PowerPoint presentation and overview of the Transfer of Development Rights
(TDR) Program, and explained the revision addresses a recurring issue to allow workforce housing
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units resulting from the use of TDRs, to be subject to the same regulations as workforce housing units
that result from the Workforce Housing Program (WHP).

a. Discussion
Ms. Bello answered questions from the Board regarding the applicability, availability, and
effectiveness of density bonus programs and other County Agency programs to assist with
affordable housing.

CR-2022-0003 - Electronic Message Signs, Art. 1, 2, and 8

assembly-type institutional and civic uses, including Places of Worship, government-owned Public
Parks, Schools, Colleges, Assembly Membership Nonprofit, and Assembly Institutional, Nonprofit
uses.

A discussion ensued about changes in electronic sign technology. Mr. Ottey and Ms. Hernandez
answered questions about signage as it relates to Schools, dimensional restrictions, light pollution,
and formatting clarity.
