The Mission of the Office of Equal Business Opportunity (OEBO) is to ensure 
that all local small businesses have an equitable opportunity to parƟcipate in 
the County's procurement process.  Our purpose is to work with all County 
departments to provide support and technical assistance while promoƟng 
the economic growth, expansion and increased producƟvity of all small, 
minority and women owned business enterprises in accordance with the 
established ordinance, policies and procedures. 

The OEBO aims to conƟnually assist local S/M/WBEs to further improve their 
business capacity by increasing their presence within the Palm Beach County 
vendor pool through increased cerƟficaƟons within various commodity 
types. The OEBO has found that there is a significant deficit between the 
amount of cerƟfied S/M/WBE vendors providing goods/services within 
specific commodity areas and the demand of departments within Palm 
Beach County. 

In order to remedy this deficiency, the OEBO will be providing informaƟon 
designed to inform the vendor community and the public of the current 
commodity codes that Palm Beach County uses to solicit contracts that 
currently lack sufficient S/M/WBE parƟcipaƟon resulƟng in waivers of 
AffirmaƟve Procurement IniƟaƟves (APIs) being granted. While the County is 
not required to do so, we believe providing this informaƟon will foster full 
and open compeƟƟon among all available vendors registered with Palm 
Beach County and encourage S/M/WBE vendors to pursue cerƟficaƟon for 
the commodiƟes where deficits are present.

Background  

Parks and RecreaƟon employs 590 permanent posiƟons and has a general operaƟng budget of about $78 
million. Their mission is to provide opportuniƟes for healthy, happy living through award‐winning parks, 
inclusive experiences and environmental stewardship. The department offers the widest possible range of 
leisure opportuniƟes serving millions of park visitors each year. Services include:

 golf courses  
 fishing piers

The department’s core values focus on:  a culture of teamwork by showing respect, trust, tolerance, 
fairness and a posiƟve aƫtude toward co‐workers in a diverse working environment; excellent customer 
service by meeƟng the needs of our community with healthy, happy living experiences through leadership, 
training, resource allocaƟon, innovaƟon and customer focus; demonstraƟng a high level of integrity and 
pride through open, honest and respecƞul communicaƟon with customers and co‐workers, and providing 
quality recreaƟonal opportuniƟes; and being fiscally responsible and accountable by providing sound fiscal 
policies and procedures, measuring and validaƟng performance, and being good stewards of our resources. 
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OpportuniƟes 

With the passage of the One Penny Sales tax, the Parks 
and RecreaƟon Department was allocated approximately 
$125 million that is being used to finance the renewal 
and replacement of many park ameniƟes. Sales Tax 
projects moving forward this year include:  

� Lake Lytal Pool replacement project; 

� various park playground replacements; 

� park pathway and parking lot repairs; 

� athleƟc field renovaƟons; 

� sports lighƟng replacement; 

� sepƟc system replacements. 

In addiƟon to capital construcƟon projects, in FY 2018 the Parks and RecreaƟon Department spent 
over $25 million in operaƟng expenses. Items purchased include: 

� $850,000 in contractual services for grounds maintenance, janitorial services, and pest control; 

� $600,000 for recreaƟonal instructors; 

� $4.8 million in other contractual services including golf course management and 
maintenance contracts; 

� $350,000 in general operaƟng supplies; 

� $175,000 in recreaƟon supplies; 

� $200,000 in food and beverage resale items; 

� $175,000 in uniforms; 

� $82,000 in power and hand held tools; 

� $400,000 on insecƟcides and pesƟcides.

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Become Pre‐Qualified!!!  
 

Pre‐qualificaƟon contracts are a great opportunity for new or exisƟng vendors to bid smaller projects in 
order to become familiar with the County’s processes and to establish a solid working relaƟonship with               
the County!  

A pre‐qualificaƟon contract is a contract that includes minimum qualificaƟons (e.g., references, licenses, 
experience, etc.) required from the vendor in order for them to become pre‐qualified on a contract for 
goods and/or services where two or more qualified vendors compete for specific projects.  The County will 
add vendors to the pre‐qualificaƟon contract at any Ɵme as long as the vendor meets the minimum 
qualificaƟons stated in the pre‐qualificaƟon package.  Purchases solicited through a pre‐qualificaƟon 
contract are generally under $100,000.    

Palm Beach County’s Purchasing and FaciliƟes Development & OperaƟons Departments have an assortment 
of pre‐qualificaƟon contracts available for a variety of different services that are uƟlized by mulƟple 
departments within Palm Beach County.
