FROM RS-RESIDENTIAL SINGLE FAMILY DISTRICT TO CG-GENERAL COMMERCIAL

DISTRICT, of the South 198 feet of the Northwest l/4 of the Southwest

l/4 of the Southeast l/4 of Section 36, Township 44 South, Range 42

East, also known as Tract 14 of the Southeast l/4 of said Section,

excepting, the right-of-way for Military Trail. Said property located

on the east side of Military Trail (S.R. 809) approximately 600 feet

north of Lantana West,Road (S.R. 8121, was approved as amended to

include a Special Exception for a Planned Commercial Development

subject to the following special conditions:

(1) Prior to the issuance of any building permits the developer

shall dedicate to Palm Beach County the additional right-of-
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way to provide for a one hundred twenty (120) foot right-

of-way for Military Trail (S.R. 809) and the forty (40)

feet required to provide for a limited access road. The

total of the rights-of-way being one hundred (100) feet

from the centerline of Military Trail (S.R. 809);
