No. 73-225, the petition of FLORIDA POWER AND LIGHT COMPANY by Robert
J. Snyder, Right-of-Way Supervisor, for a SPECIAL EXCEPTION TO ALLOW
THE EXCAVATION AND REMOVAL OF EXTRACTIVE MATERIALS on the West 500
feet of the East 600 feet of Section 16, and the West 500 feet of
the East 600 feet of the Southeast 1/4 of Section 9, all in Township
45 South, Range 39 East. Said property located approximately 7 1/2
miles south of State Road 80 on the west side of CSFFCD L-7 Canal
in an AG-Agricultural District, containing approximately 108 acres,
was approved as advertised subject to the following special conditions:

1 All excavations made below a water-producing depth shall
be properly sloped up to a water depth of six (6) feet at

a slope not greater than 5:1;



2) Petitioner shall continue in their aggressive efforts to
acquire the "Big Mounds";
3) Petitioner shall take every precaution for the preservation

of the Everglade Kite.
