3. Petitioner shall contribute Thirty-four Thousand Four
Hundred Dollars ($34,400.00) towards the cost of meeting
this project”s direct and identifiable traffic impact,
to be pard at the time of issuance of a building permit(s).

This fee shall be determined
and calculated as follows:

4. Petitioner shall enter into a formal contract with
the School Board of Palm Beach County to contribute
four-tenths (4/10) of one percent (1%) of the selling
price of each residential dwelling unit in this

lanned unit development on a one time initial sales
asis. However, iIf an ordinance dealing with this
subject matter is adopted, this conditionwill be
superseded by that ordinance; except that regardless
of the form or status of any ordinance, this development
shall be required to provide as a minimum the above
4/10ths of 1% of the initial sales price toward
alleviating some of the development®s school impact.

5. A surface water management permit will be required by the
South Florida Water Management District fog, the total
parcel of one hundred thirty-seven (137) acres plus or

minus.

6. A permit will have to be obtained from the.Soutnh Florida
Water Management District for any use proposed within
the Hillsboro Canal right-of-way. Any site plan approval
granted by Palm Beach County will not be binding upon
the South Florida Water Management District.
