4, Petitioner shall provide a mnimmten (10) foot 90%
opaque | andscape screen along Springdal e Road, along the
east/west property lines adjacent to residential areas.

5. No parking of buses shall be permtted on site.



6. REgular services shall be limted to Sunday and
Wednesday eveni ngs.

7. The design of the structure shall be limted to one (1)
story and shall be of a colonial notif.

8. Paved park|n% shall be limted to the area in front
(north) of the building, if approved by the Board of
Adj ust ment .

9. There shall be no daycare center(s) or full-time
academ ¢ school .

10. The entrance to Springdale Road shall be protected by
a lockabl e gate and access |limted to Sundays 'only'.

11. Al equiprment and trucks utilized for the construction
of this facility shall use Lake Worth Road 'only'. No
access shall be permtted through Florida Gardens.
