PLANNED | NDUSTRI AL DEVELOPMENT on a certain parcel in Section 25 and
36, Township 42 South, Range 42 East, nore particularly described as
follows: Beginning at the intersection of the Northerly right-of-way
line of State Road 710 with the Easterly line of the existing 100-foot
wi de right-of-way of State Road 809 (Mlitary Trail) as same are shown

b. Rght turn lane, south approach, on Mlitary Trai
at the project's entrance.

c. Left turn lane, west approach, on SR 710 at the
project's entrance.

d. Rght turn |ane, east approach, on S.R 710 at the
project's entrance.

3. Petitioner shall contribute Fifteen Thousand Seven
Hundred Fifty Dollars ($15,750.00) or Seventy-five Dollars
($75.00)/1,000sg. ft. toward the cost of neeting
this project's direct and identifiable traffic inpact
to be paid at the time of issuance of the building
permt(s).

4. Al landscaping shall be installed as shown on site

plan submtted prior to the issuance of a Certificate
of Qccupancy.

5. A6 ft. masonry wall shall be constructed along the
east property [ine.

6. The developer will take reasonable precautions during
the devel opnent of this project to insure that _
fugi tive particulates (dust particles) fromthe project
do not becone a nuisance to neighboring properties.
