Thirty-seven Dollars and Fifty Cents ($3,537.50) or
One Hundred Forty-seven Dollars and Forty Cents
($147.40)/1,000 sq. ft. toward the cost of meeting this
project's direct and identifiable traffic impact to
be paid at the time of issuance of the building permit(s).

Petitioner shall provide 90% opaque screening on the
north, west and south property-lines to a
6 feet.
