3. petitioner shall contribute Ei ght Thousand Five Hundred
Sixty-three Dollars ($8,563.00) toward the cost of
neeting this project's direct and identifiable traffic
inpact to be paid at the time of issuance of the
building permt(s). Credit shall be applied toward
the Fair Share contribution based on a certified
cost estimate for the reconstruction of the portion of
Mlitary Trail to be four-laned as stated in Condition
No. 2, not including turn |anes, per the County

Engineer's approval. Additionally, full credit shall be
applied toward the portion of construction on Linton
Boul evard east of litary Trail not including turn

| anes. (Condition #2 mentioned above is as shown in
Petition 80-176).

4. The Lake Worth Drainage District will require the North
90 feet of the West 468 feet of the Northwest Quarter
of the Northeast Quarter of Section 26, us/u2, for the
right-of-way for Lateral Canal No. 36 and an irregul ar
Parcel of land for the right-of-way for Equalizing
Canal No, 3, approximately 73 feet in width at the
north end and approximately 94 feet in wdth at the
south end, nore particularly shown on Sheet 219 of
240 of the Lake Worth Drainage District Right-of-Way
Maps as recorded in the office of the Cerk of the
Circuit Court of Palm Beach county. W will accept a
Quit C ai m Deed or an Easenent, on our form whichever
t he owner prefers. |f the owner succeeds in negotiating
for the abandonment of L- 36, then the above request
for L-36 right-of-way wili be W thdrawn,



5. The devel oper will take reasonable precautions during
the devel opnment of this project to insure that fugitive
particulates (dust particles) fromthe project do
not beconme a nuisance to neighboring properties.

6. Al landscaping shall be installed as shown on site
plan subnitted prior to the issuance of a Certificate
of Cccupancy.
