OF A PREVIOUSLY APPROVED TEMPLE (PETITION #80-15) on the East l/2 of

the Southeast l/4 of the r\Jortheast l/4 of the PJorthwest l/4 of Section

27, Township 46 South, Range 42 East. Said property located on the

west side of Carter Road, approximately 1300 feet north of L.GJ.D.D.

Lateral Canal #37, was approved as advertised subject to the following

conditions:
