No kitchen facilities, or other food preparation
capability, will be installed until the buildings on
this site are connected to a public sewage system or
other approved sewage treatment facility.

Grass parking may be utilized only if the petitioner
obtains variances from the Board of Adjustment.

All landscaping shall be installed as shown on site
plan submitted prior to the issuance of a Certificate
of Occupancy and shall bring all existing landscaping
up to present Code.
