WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has considered

the evidence and testimony presented by the applicant and other

interested parties and the recommendations of the various county review

agencies and the recommendations of the Planning Commission; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners made the following

findings of fact:

1. The proposal would not generate excessive
noise or traffic

2. The proposal would be in harmony and compatible
with the present and future development of
the area concerned

3. The proposal would not be disruptive to the
character of the neighborhoods or adverse
to playgrounds, parks, schools and recreation
areas

Petitioner shall provide access by way of a platted
easement to the property owners to the south, per
the County Attorney's approval.

Petitioner shall contribute Forty Thousand Fifty Dollars
($40,050.00)  or Eighty-seven Dollars ($87.00)/100 sq.
ft. of building area toward the cost of meeting this
project's direct and identifiable traffic impact to
be paid at the time of issuance of the building permit(s).

All landscaping shall be installed as shown on site
plan submitted prior to the issuance of a Certificate
of Occupancy.
