c. left turn lane, south approach, at the project's

mai n entrance

d. an extended left turn |ane, south approach, at

Cresthaven Bl vd.

e. signalization at project's main entrance, when

warranted, as determned by the County Engi neer.

Petitioner shall construct on Cresthaven Bl vd:

a. right turn lane, east approach, at the project's
entrance

b. left turn lane, west approach, at the project's
entrance

Petitioner shall nmodify the signal at the intersection
of Cresthaven Blvd. and Mlitary Trail as approved
by the County Engi neer

Petitioner shall contribute One Hundred Thirty-nine
Thousand, Two Hundred Thirty-seven Dollars and Fifty
Cents ($139,237.50 or $0.75/sq. ft.> toward the cost

of meeting this project's direct and identifiable traffic
inpact to be paid at the time of issuance of the building
permt(s).

Shoppi ng Center Over 150,000 sqg. ft.

The devel oper will| take reasonable precautions during
the devel opment of this project to insure that fugitive
particulates (dust particles) fromthe project do not
becone a nui sance to nei ghboring properties.

The devel oper will enploy measures to prevent run-off
of pollutants to any adjacent or nearby surface
waters during the devel opment of the property.

The shopping center shall be devel oped by the accepted
plan only. nNochanges shall be made in the [ocation
of the stores and other businesses. Only the types
of stores and busi nesses shown on the plan should be

al l owed occupancy. No increase in total square footage.
Standard nodifications as allowed by the Site Plan
Review Committee procedure will be permtted.

A tree survey will be taken to ta% and save the
maxi num nunber of trees, as per the Uban Forester's
revi ew.

Li ghts on the western side of the center nust be

| ow- |l evel (12 feet or less), hooded type, limted in
intensity and directed as not to disturb home owners.
These lights nust be placed or mounted annP t he
6 foot wall, thereby shining toward the buildings,
and away from the homnes.

Al'l trash nust be kept in |ocked, enclosed dunpsters.
All litter and dunpings nmust be clear on both sides
of the wall. This will |essen the nuisance of rats
and any further decrease in property value to the
honeowners.  Garbage Pickup shall be limted to the
hours between 7:00 A°M and 10:00 P. M

Al'l | andscaping shall be installed as shown on site
plan submtted prior to the issuance of a Certificate
of gpcypancy and nmust be maintained in a healthy

condi tion.

A push button pedestrian crossmaK and pai nted crosswal ks
with safe pedestrian crossings should be planned

at all exits of the shopping center, including painted
crosswal ks.

A pedestrian sidewal k shall be installed the [ength
of the eastern and southern boundaries of the
shoppi ng center.

Si dewal ks on the western side of Mlitary Trail, at
all exits and at Cresthaven Blvd. nust be aligned
for easy pedestrian access.

The Lake Wrth Drainage District will require the
North 15.00 feet of the subject progert%%fO( t he
right-of-way for Lateral Canal No. 9. w || accept
a Quit CaimbDeed or an Easenent (on our form,

whi chever the owner prefers. W will also require

a Quit ClaimDeed to the 60 foot parcel lying

i medi ately north of and adjacent to the subject
parcel, also for L-9.
