provided for in the 1981-1982 proposed capital outlay
program.

7. No Certificates of Cccupancy shall be issued until
Forest Hi Il Blvd. road construction is undermay.
Furthernmore, no certificates of occupancy shall be
i ssued until the turn |lanes on Forest H |l Blvd. are
constructed. Should the County construction begin at
Mlitary Trail, the developer shall construct the turn
| anes at his own expense. This cost shall be above the
$200, 000 road construction contribution

8. Loading areas along the western portion of the property
shall be screened from nearby residential devel opnent
wth wing walls.

9. Air conditioning, exhaust fans and other mechani cal

equi prent shal | be roof -nounted and screened (wth
solid barriers) from residences to the west.

10. A bikeway section shall be constructed al ong Forest
Hll Blvd.

11. The devel oper will| take reasonabl e precautions during
t he devel opment of this project to Insure that fugitive
particulates (dust particles) fromthis project do
not become a nuisance to neighboring properties.

12. The developer will take necessary precautions to
insure there will be no pollutant run-off fromthis
project to adjacent or nearby surface waters.

13. Lake Worth Drainage District requires the North 60.00 feet
of the East 1/2 of Lot 2, Block 4, of Section 7, Tovmshlﬁ 44
South, Range 42 East, according to the plat of Palm Beac
