3. The devel oper shall contribute Four Thousand Five Hundred
Dol lars ($4,500.09) toward the coct of neeting this pro-
ject’s direct and identifiable impact, to be paid at the
rate of $37.00 per bed.

4. The devel oper shall take reasonable precautions dur ing
the devel opnent of this proper ty to insure that
fugitive particulates (dust particles) from this project
do not becone a nuisance to neighboring properties,

5. The developer shall take aecassarny procadiions daciag
ke development of this proparty to prevent pollutant
runofi to neighboring and nearby sarface waters,

6. Prior to Site Plan certification, the petitioner shall
submit to the Zoning Division a tree sarvey of this
site and shall amead the site plaa to incorporate as
many siganificant trees into the site design as possible.
7. The devel oper shall install a 90% opaque, 6 ft. high
buf fer consisting of a combination of existing trees,
hedge materials, berming, and fencing along the entire
south, west, and north property |lines.

8. Employee shifts snall be staggered to avoid the 7:30-
8:39 A.M. and 4:00 to 6:00 P.M. peak hour traffic,

9. The developer shall coatribute $2,500.00 toward the
cost of installing a canal culveri on Wallis Road,

19. The developer ghall install a ktraffic signal when

warranted att the intecsaction of Wallls Road and
Haverhill Road.
