4, The devel oper shall take necessary measures duri ng the devel opnment of
this property to prevent pollutant runoff to neighboring and nearby
surface waters.

5. Prior to site plan certification, the proposed site plan shall be
revised to conformto all property devel opnent regul ati ons.

6.  Theprinmary use ofthis propertyshall be a new car dealership. auto
paint and body work is not permtted on the prem ses.

7. The site plan shall be amended prior to certification to provide for a
six foot high solid wooden fence suppl enmented by canopy trees planted at
20 feet on center al ong the west portion of the property.
