3. The  deve lope r sha l l cctnt ri but e Seven Hundred R F i f t y  D o l l a r s
($758.88) toward the cost of meet i ng t h i s proJect V s direct and
identifiable impact, tcl be paid at the t ime of the building permit.

4. fill substandard or dead plant  mater ia l  on site  shal l  be replaced in
ccrnf clrrflance with current Landscape Code requirements prior to issuance
of an Occupat icrnal License.

5. Use of  this  faci l i ty  for  gather ings  af more than 25 persons shal l  be
limited to weekends and after 5:418 P,M. on weekdays.

6. N o  Bingo o r other garnbl ing a c t i v i t y shall be conducted an the
premises.
