4,  Reasonabl e neasures shall be enployed during site devel opnent to
insure that no pollutants fromthis property shall enter adjacent or
nearby surface waters.

5. Existing cypress heads shall be identified upon the master plan
and shall be preserved.

6. The property owner shall record a 6 wde utility easenment al ong
the west side of this property.

7. Density shall be limted to no nore than 4 dwelling units per
acre.
