WHEREAS, the Board of County Comm ssioners, as the governing
body, pursuant to the authority vested in Chapter 163 and Chapter
125, Florida Statutes, is authorized and enpowered to consider
petitions relating to zoning; and

WHEREAS, the notice and hearing requirenents as provided for
in Chapter 402.5 of the Pal m Beach County Zoning Code O di nance No.
73-2 have been satisfied; and

WHEREAS, Petition No. 84-75 was presented to the Board of
County Commi ssioners of Palm Beach County at its public hearing
conducted on the 29th of June1984; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Conm ssioners has considered the
evi dence and testinony presented by the applicant and other interested
parties and the recomendations of the various county review agencies
and the recomendations of the Planning Conm ssion; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Conmi ssioners made the follow ng
findings of fact:

1.  The proposed Special Exception is consistent with
t he Conprehensive Pl an.

2. The proposed site plan will require variance relief
from the stacking requirenments and from the rear
yard and side yard setbacks. The site plan can be
redesigned to mnimze or elimnate variance relief.

3. The site design presented represents an over-use of
a small site. The project should be reduced in
scal e and/or redesigned conpletely so as to confirm
to the mninmum |l and devel opnent requirenents of the
Zoning Code. This is especially critical due to the
overloaded traffic conditions existing at the

intelrsection of Forest Hill Boulevard and Mlitary
Trail.

intersection with the North right-of-way line of said Forest Hill
Boul evard; thence North 88 degrees 46' 02" Wst along said North
right-of-way 1line, a distance of 123.77 feet to the Point of
Begi nni ng. Said property |located on the northwest corner of the
intersection of Forest Hill Boulevard and Mlitary Trail (S.R 809) in
a CG CGeneral Conmercial District. was approved as advertised subject
to the follow ng conditions:

1. Prior to certification by the Site Plan Review Conmttee, the
site plan shall be anended to reflect the follow ng:

a) Restroom facilities meeting applicable rear and side
yard setbacks unless variance relief is granted by the
Board of Adjustnent.

b) Appropriate stacking requirenents unless variance relief
is granted by the Board of Adjustnent.

2.  Reasonabl e precautions shall be exercised during site devel opnment
to insure that unconfined particulates (dust particles) fromthis
property do not become a nuisance to neighboring properties.

3. Reasonabl e neasures shall be enployed during site devel opnent to
insure that no pollutants fromthis property shall enter adjacent or
nearby surface waters.

4, The underground fuel storage tanks shall be installed to provide
maxi mum protection agai nst |eakage or spillage due to corrosion,
breakage, structural failure, or other neans. Acceptable designs for



tank construction include cathodically protected steel, glass fiver
reinforced plastic, steel clad with glass fiber reinforced
lastic, double-walled steel or plastic; or other equivnient design.
he design and installation plans will be submtted to the Health
Department for approval prior to installation.

5. The devel opnent shall retain onsite 85%0f the stormwater runoff
generated by a three (3) year storm per requirenents of the Permt
Section, Land Devel opment Division.

6. The property owner shall convey for the ultimate right-of-way of
Mlitary Trail, 60 feet from centerline wthin 90 days of approval;
conveyance must be accepted by Pal m Beach County prior to issuance of
first building permt.

7. The Devel oper shall pay a fair share fee in the amount and manner
required by "The Fair Share Contribution for Road Inprovenents
Ordinance" as it Presently exists or as it may fromtine to tine by
amended. Presently The Fair Share Fee for this project is $6650.00.
If the Fair Share Contribution for Road |nprovenents O dinance is
amended to increase the Fair Share Fee this anmpbunt shall be credited
toward the increased Fair Share Fee.

8. Landscaping shall be installed and nmaintained as shown on the
site plan as presented to the Board of County Conm ssioners.
