WHEREAS, the Board of County Conm ssioners, as the governing
body, pursuant to the authority vested in Chapter 163 and Chapter
125, Florida Statutes, is authorized and enpowered to consider
petitions relating to zoning; and

VWHEREAS, the notice and hearing requirenents as provided for
in Chapter 402.5 of the Pal m Beach County Zoni ng Code O dinance No.
73-2 have been satisfied; and

WHEREAS, Petition No. 84-92 was presented to the Board of
County Conmi ssioners of Palm Beach County at its public hearing
conducted on the 29th of June 1984; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Conm ssioners has considered the
evi dence and testinony presented by the applicant and other interested
parties and the reconmendations of the various county review agencies
and the recomendations of the Planning Conmm ssion; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commi ssioners made the follow ng

findings of fact:

1. A proposed developnent is consistent with the
Zoning Code requirements, except for the failure to
indicate the required 25 foot PUD buffer and
recreati onal amenities package.

2. The Planned Unit Devel opment bonus being sought is

not justified unless the Petitioner conmits to a
residential amenities package.

3. A phasing of the proposal inposed through the

limtation of building permts, is necessary for
the inpacts to neet the Traffic Performance
St andar ds.

| ocated on the east side of Jog Road, approximately 0.5 mle south of
Boynton Beach Boul evard (S.R 804) was approved as advertised subject
to the follow ng conditions:

1. Prior to the Board of County Conm ssioner's Public Hearing, the
site plan shall be anended to reflect recreational amenities package
to be included in the proposal.

2. Prior to certification of the site plan be Site Plan Review
Committee, the site plan shall be amended to reflect the required 25
PUD buffer.

3.  This devel opment shall retain onsite the first one inch of the
stormnater runoff per Palm Beach County Subdivision and Platting
Ordinance 73-4, as anended.

4, The property owner shall convey for the ultimate right of way of:

a) FE dair Ranch Road, 54 feet fromcenterline and

b) Jog Road, 40 feet east of north-south section line; all
conveyances nmnust be within 90 days of approval and
must be accepted by Pal m Beach County prior to issuance
of the first building permt.

5.  The devel oper shall pay a fair share fee in the anbunt and manner
required by "The Fair Share Contribution for Road |nprovenents
Ordinance" as it presently exists or as it may fromtinme to tine be
amended. Presently The Fair Share Fee for this project is $65,675.00.

In addition, based on the anmount of traffic generated by this
devel opment, the Devel oper has agreed to contribute an additional
$132,325.0¢ toward Pal m Beach County's existing road way | nprovenent
Program to be paid in the formof a clean irrevocable letter of
credit. This letter of credit shall be posted within 14 nonths of
Speci al Exception or prior to the recording of the second plat,
whi chever shall first occur. These funds shall be used to construct
roadway inprovenments in the area includi ng Boynton Beach Bl vd. These
noni es shall be credited toward the Fair Share |npact Fee; however,
prior to the letting of the contract for the ‘four-laning of Boynton
Beach Blvd., surety must be posted with the County in an anount
equi val ent to $200 per Miulti-Famly Unit and $300 per Single-Famly
Unit constructed prior to the letting of the road contract at the
time of issuance of the Building Permt, which shall be returned to
t he devel oper upon'the letting of the contract.

6. Construct concurrent with the inprovenents of the first plat:

a) Left turn lane, east approach and a right turn |ane, west
approach on Boynton Beach Boul evard at Hagen Ranch Road,

b) Right turn lane, north approach on Hagen Ranch Road at
Boynt on Beach Boul evard.

c) Rght turn lane, north approach on Boynton Beach



Boul evard at the project's entrance road.

d) Signalization at the intersection of Hagen Ranch Road and
Boynt on Beach Boul evard, when warranted, as determ ned by
the County Engineer

1. The devel oper shall accept the stormmater runoff of the adjacent
roads (the 50 foot road right of way on the south side of the
subject site, Jog Road, and EI Cair Ranch Road), through the interna
| ake system of this project. Drai nage plans shall be reviewed subject
to all applicable governnent standards.

8. Thi s devel opment shall be limted to 100 Building Permts unti
Boynt on Beach Boul evard is four-laned from Congress Avenue to Mlitary
Trail.

9. LWD will require the 75 feet of right-of-way as shown on the survey
for the subject parcel, for the required right-of-way for Lateral Cana
NO 25. Conveyance shall be by quit claimor easenent deed

10. Reasonabl e precautions shall be exercised during site devel opnent
to insure that unconfined particulates (dust particles) do not becone a
nui sance to nei ghboring properties.

11. Reasonabl e neasures shall be enployed during site devel opment to
insure that no pollutants fromthis property shall enter adjacent or
nearby surface waters

12. The Devel oper shall construct concurrent with inprovements of the
first plat, however in no case |later than one (1) year after Specia

Exception approval, a two-lane structure over the LWDD L-26 Canal on El
Cair Ranch Road, per the County Engineer's approval. Said construction
shall also include the construction of El Clair Ranch Road from the
present northern paved terminus of Indian Springs P.UD., north to the
existing paved portion of El Cair Ranch Road.

The Devel oper shall receive credit toward the $198,000.00, as outlined
in Condition No. 5 above, based upon a certified cost estimate from the
Devel oper's Engineer, subject to approval by the County Engineer

13. The Devel oper shall provide paved access through this proposed
devel opment to the four lots not included in the southwest corner

14.  The property owner shall convey additional right-of-way to provide
for a fifty (50) foot local street along the project's south property
line from Jog Road east, adjacent to the four not included lots, on an
al i gnment approved by the County Engineer. This additional right-of-way
shal | be conveyed within ninety (90) days of Special Exception
approval . Conveyance nust be accepted by Pal m Beach County prior to the
i ssuance of a building permt.

15.  The Devel oper shall construct a left turn |ane, south approach, and
a right turn lane, north approach, on El dair Ranch Road at the
project's entrance road, concurrent wth the construction of the
project's entrance road on El Cair Ranch Road.

16. The Petitioner shall provide $250.00 per dwelling unit (total

P.U D. dwelling unit count of 284 units) for a total of $71,000.00 in
the formof a clean, irrevocable letter of credit in favor of the Schoo

Board of Palm Beach County for school site acquisition and/or site
related inprovenents. This letter of credit shall be provided in a form
acceptable to the School Board within ninety (90) days of the date of
the adoption of the Rezoning and P.U.D. Special Exception resolution for
the subject project

Conmi ssi oner Koehler noved for approval of the petition. The

mot i on was seconded by Commi ssi oner Bai | ey, and
