1. This development shall retain onsite the first one inch of the
stormwater runoff per Palm Beach County Subdivisionm and Plattiwng
Ordinance 73-4, as amerded.

e The property owrner shall convey for the ultimate right of way of
Rlue Heron Boulevard, 6@ feet from centerline approximately an
additional 7 feet withinm 9@ days of approval; conveyance must be
accepted by Palm Beach County pricr to issuance of first Building
Permit.

3. Access to the twoe parcels which fromt Bilue Heron Boulevard shall be
limited to orne joint-access from Blue Heron Boulevard.

4. The develaper shall contribute Bix Thousand, Six Hundred & Fifty
Dollars (%6, 6350, 0QA) to be paid at the time of issuance of the Building
Permit for the proposed Gascline Service Station armd Thirteer Thousand
Two  hundred and Eighty Eight Dollars ($13,288.00) to be paid at the
time of issuarce of the building permit Tor the proposed Restaurant
toward the cost of meeting this progect’s direct and identifiable
traffic impact.

S Pricr to fimal site plam approval, the develaper shall emter into &
contract for utility services with the City of Riviera RBeach.

6. The developer shall conmtribute a pro-rata share toward the cost of
signalization (25%4), of the intersection of Central Industrial Drive and
Bilue Heronm Boulevard, if said signalizatiorn is warranted within the
next five years. A performance bond upon which the County may call at
any time for no longer thanm five years shall be posted prior to the
issuance of building permits to cover this cost.

7. The develaper shall construct concurrent with on—site paving and
drainage improvements puwesuant to a  permit  from the Office of the
County Engineer:

a. lLengthening of the existinp left tuwn larne west approach
o Blue Hewrcorn  Boulevard at Central Industrial Drive per
the County Ernpgirneer’s anproval.

b. Left turrn lane rncrth appraach on Central Industrial Drive
at the project entrance road.

8. Reasaonable precautions shall be exerciced duwring site development to
insure that unconfirned particulates {(dust particles) from this property
do not become a nuisance ta rmelphboring properties.

3. Reasonable measures shall be employed during site development to
inswe that no pollutants  fram this property shall enter adjacent or
nearby surface waters.

1. Prior to site plam certification, the site plan shall be amended to

reflect the followinp:

' a. A Joint  access easement to have been recorded ivn the
Official Record Books of Palm  Beach County implementing
condition No.o 3 above.

éll. The uwnderground fuel storape tarnks shall be inmstalled to provide

" maximum protectiorn against  leakage or spilillage due tao corrosion,
breakage, structural failure, ar other means. RAcceptable designs for
tank construction include cathodically protected steel, plass fiber
reinforced plastic, steel clad with glass fiber-reinforced plastic,
dauble-walled steel o plastics; or other eguivalent design. The design
and installatiocn plans will be submitted to the Health Department for
appraoval prior to issuance of building permits.

iz. The erntrance closest to Blue Heron Boulevard onm Cermtral Industrial
Drive will be constructed as a ONME-WAY IN ENTRANCE ONLY.
