2. Dry retention areas shall be subject to approval of the South
Florida Water Management District.

3. Areas of existin? vegetation to be preserved shall be shown
upon the approved development plan prior to master plan and/or
site plan certification. These preservation areas shall receive
appropriate protection from damage and disturbance during the
site development and construction phase. The minimum protection
shall include highlighting of preservation areas through the
installation of stakes 1installed a maximum of fifty (30) feet
apart. Ropes, plastic, tape or ribbons shall be attached to the
stakes around the perimeter of the protected area. Marking
materials shall not be attached to a protected tree.

In addition, individual trees not within a preserved area shall
be protected by a barrier, constructed of metal or wood, placed a
distance of six feet apart, or at the radius of the dripline,
whichever 1is greater.

Additional tree preservation guidelines can be obtained from The
Tree Protection Manual for Burlders and Osvelopers published by
the Division of Forestry of the Florida Department of agriculture
and Consumer Services.

4. The application and engineering plans, calculations =tc. to
construct well and septic tank shall be submitted to the Health
Department prior to site plan approval.

5. The development shall retain onzite 100% of the stormwater
runoff generated by a three (3) year-one hour storm per requirem-
ents of the Permit Section, Land Development Division.
The drainage system shall Dbe maintained 1in an acceptable
condition per the County Engineers approval.

é. The Developer shall pay a Fair Share Fee in the amount and
manner required by the “Fair Share Contribution for Road Improve-
ments Ordinance” as it presently exists or as it may from time
to time be amended. The Fair Share Fee for this project present-
ly Is $188.00 (7 trips x 826.79 per trip).
