In the
event that this certified construction cost
exceeds 1t.& million, the impact Tfee monies
collected by the County Through Fair Share Impact
Fees, or through Special Exception approvals for
other projects 1impacting this 1link of Boynton
Beach Boulevard, shall be made available to this
Developer in an amount not to exceed $380,000.00.
