86-75, the petition of SEYMOUR FINE By Kieran J. Kilday, Agent for
a SPECTIFIL EXCEPTION TO ALLOW A COMMERCIAL NEW FIND USED, AUTOMOBILE,
TRUCK, BOAT, MOTORCYCLE, MOBILE HOME, RECREARTIONAL VEHICLE SRLE AND
RENTFIL, FIND REPAIR FACILITY AND LOTS beginning at the Northwest
section corner of Section 29, Township 43 South, Range 43 East,
run South along the West section line 136s.98 feet to a point;

3. The development shall retain onsite 85% of the stormwater
runoff generated by a three (3) year—-one hour storm per
requirements of the Permit Section, Land Development
Division. The drainage system shall be maintained mN an
acceptable condition per the County Engineer's approval.

4. The property owner shall convey for the ultimate
right-of-way of Congress fAvenue, 60 feet fram centerline
(approximately an additional 20 feet) within 90 days of the
approval of the Resolution approving this project.

5. The property owner shall pay a Fair Share Fee In the amount
and manner required by the "Fair Share Contribution for
Road Improvements Ordinance" as it presently exists or as
it may from time to time be amended, The Fair Share Fee for
this project presently is $3,697.00 .(138 trips X $26.79 per

trip).-
6. Use of the site shall be limited to automobile leasing
operators and customary accessory Uses. No mechanical

repairs shall be permitted on site.
