FIND LFIUNDRY PLFINT on Lot 68, less the East 1 0  feet thereof for road 

right of way, Plat of Congress Park 2nd addition, in Section 18, 

Township 44 South, Range 43 East a5 recorded in Plat Book 24, Page 

25. Said property located on the southwest corner of  the 

intersect ion of Congress FIvenue (S. R. 807) and Riley FIvenue was 

approved a s  advertised subject t o  the following conditions:

1. Prior t o  site plan certification, the site plan shall be 
amended t o  reflect the following: 

(a) a minimum 20 foot distance between the right-of-way and 
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the first parking stall or obtain Board of CIdjustment 
re1 ief 

(b) front setback of 50 feet or obtain Board of CIdjustment 
re1 ief 

(c) side corner setback of 25 feet or obtain Board of 
Rdjustment relief. 

2. Still bottoms (muck waste) and spent filter cartridge shall 
be stored and disposed of in accordance with Chapter 17-30, 
Florida Rdministrative Code. 

3. The development shall meet the stormwater retention 
requirements in effect at the time of the Permit application 
of the applicable Drainage District, however, at a minimum, 
the developer shall retain onsite 85% of the stormwater 
runoff generated by a three (3) year-one hour storm per 
requirements of the Permit Section, Land Development 
Division. The drainage system shall be maintained in an 
acceptable condition per the County Engineer's approval. 

4. Use shall be limited to a package laundry plant of no more 
than 1,327 square feet in site.
