The developer shall preserve existing vegetation,
particularly the slash pine, and shall incorporate said
vegetation into the project design. Areas oOF existing

vegetation to be preserved shall be shown upon the approved
development plan prior to master plan and/or site plan
certification.

The developer shall comply with the weed species eradication
requirements of the Landscape Code (500.35.F.17.).

Since sewer and/or water service is/are available to the
property, septic tank and/or well shall not be approved for
use on said property.

The development shall meet the stormwater retention
requirements In effect at the time of the Permit application
of the applicable Drainage District, however, at a minimum,
the developer shall retain onsite 85 of the stormwater
runoff generated by a three (3) year—-ome hour storm per
requirements of the Permit Section, Land Development
Division. The drainage system shall be maintained iIn an
acceptable condition per the County Engineer®"s approval.

The property owner shall coristruct: a left turn lane, east
approach and a right turn lane, west approach on Linton
Boulevard at the project's entrance road concurrent with

onsite paving and drainage iImprovements.

The Petitioner shall convey to the Lake Worth Drainage
District the north 75 feet of the subject property for the
right—of—-way for Lateral Canal No. 36 by Quit Claim Deed or
an Easement Deed iIn the form provided by said District
within nirnety (90) days of adoption of the Resolution by the
Board of County Commissioners.
