2. Use of this site shall be limited to the satellite 
receiving antennae, ninety (90) foot tower and the one- 
hundred eighty (180) square foot service building shown on 
the site plan presented at the public hearing. 

3, The property owner shall protect for the ultimate right-of- 
way of University Parkway, a total of 384 feet of right-of- 
way, (301 feet on subject property) on an alignment approved 
by the County Engineer within 90 days o f  adoption of the 
Resolution approving this project. 

4. Prior to site plan certification, the petitioner shall 
record a unity of title agrement for a minimum five ( 5 )  acre 
site in which the satellite receiving station and all 
accessory structures shall be erected. 

5, Prior to site plan certification, petitioner shall submit a 
tree survey for the one ( 1 1 acre sit e and it 5 proposed 
access roads, Clearing of vegetation shall be limited to 
the minimum necessary to erect the approved structures. 

6. Drainage on site shall not be altered except as required by 
appropriate governmental approvals. 

7. No on site storage of service vehicles shall be permitted.
