Protected vegetation in these areas shall remain undisturbed 
during construction, pursuant to Zoning Code Section 
500.36. D. 3. b. (2) (b) (Protection o f  Groups of Ti-ees or 
Vegetation). 

4. Because sewer service is available at the site, nc) septic 
tank shall be installed on the site. 

5. Because public water service i 5  available at the !site, no 
well shall be installed to provide potable water on !site. 

6. The developer shall retain the stormwater rul?off in 
accordance with all applicable agency requirements ill effect 
at the time o f  the permit application. Howevlw, at a 
minimum, this development shall retain onsite tllree (3) 
inches o f  the stormwater runoff generated by a tllree (3) 
year-one (1 )  hour storm as required by the Permit !section, 
Land Development Division. The drainage system !;hall be 
maintained in an acceptable condition as approved by the 
County Engineer. In the event that the drainage sjrstem is 
not adequately maintained as determined by the County 
Engineer, this matter will be referred to ttle Code 
Enforcement Board for enforcement.

b) Right turn lane on Lawrence Road at each of the

e) Left turn lane, west approach 

all concurrent with onsite paving and drainage impro\'ements. 
FI11 construction shall be subject to approval by ths! County 
Engineer and shall include pedestrian pathways. 
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8. The petitioner shall convey to the Lake Worth Drainage 
District the south 15 feet of the south 1/2 of the southwest 
114 o f  the northwest 1/4 o f  Section 18, Township 4 5  South, 
Range 43 East for the required right-of-way for Lateral 
Canal No. 21, by Quit Claim Deed or an Easement Deed in the 
form provided by said District within ninety ( 9 0 )  days o f  
the apppoval o f  the resolution approving this project.
