3. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) Iis
compatible with surrounding uses and zones, as defined in
the Palm Beach County Land Development Code, is generally
consistent with existing uses and zones surrounding the
sgbjclectdland, and 1s the appropriate zoning district for
the land;

4. This official zoning map amendment (rezoning) does not
result in significantly adverse impacts on the natural
environment, including but no- limited to water, air,
stormwater management, wildlife, vegetation, wetlands,
and the natural functioning of the environment;

1. Property owner has voluntarily agreed to participate in
Palm Beach County"s Street Improvement Program for
Gardenia Street. (ENGINEERING)

2. The property owner shall pay a Fair Share Fee in the
amount and manner required by the 'rair Share
Contribution for Road Improvements ordinance” as It
presently exists or as i1t may from time to time be
amended. The Fair Share Fee for this project at the time
of the Building Permit presently is $1,265.00 (25 trips
X $55.00 per trip) (IMPACT FEE COORDINATOR).
