WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners, as the governing body of Palm
Beach County, Florida, pursuantto the authority vested in Chapter 163 and Chapter 125,
Florida Statutes, andthe Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code, is authorized
and empowered to consider petitions relatingto zoning; and

WHEREAS, the notice and hearing requirements, as providedfor in Article 5 of the
Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code, have been satisfied; and

WHEREAS, Zoning PetitionDOA96-107(C) was presentedto the Board of County
Commissioners at a public hearing conducted on March 29, 1999; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has consideredthe evidenceand
testimony presentedbythe petitionerand other interested parties, andthe recommendations
of the various county review agencies; and

WHEREAS, this approvalis subjectto Article 5, Section 5.8 (Compliancewith Time
Limitations),of the Palm Beach County Unified Land DevelopmentCode and other provisions
requiring that developmentcommence in:a timely manner; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissionersmadethe followingfindings of fact:

1. This Development Order Amendment is consistentwith the PalmBeach County
Comprehensive Plan.

2. This Development Order Amendment complies with the relevant and
appropriate portionsof Article 6, Supplementary Use Standards; of the Palm
Beach County Unified Land Development Code.

3. This DevelopmentOrder Amendmentis consistentwith the requirementsofthe
Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code.

4. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as adopted, is
compatible as defined inthe Palm Beach County Unified Land Development
Code and generally consistent with the uses and character of the land
surrounding and in the vicinity of the land proposed for development.

5. This Development Order Amendment, with conditions as adopted, complies
with the standards imposed on it by applicable provisionsof the Palm Beach
County Unified Land DevelopmentCodefor use, layout, function, and general
development characteristics.

6. This DevelopmentOrder Amendment meets applicablelocalland development
regulations.

roadway. All landscape material, installation, and maintenalce
requirements shall be subject to the standards set forth by the
Streetscape Standards. If all xeriscape material is utilized, the
watering ofthe plantmaterialduringthe initialheal-inperiodsinall
be the responsibility of the property owner.

K. COMPLIANCE

property at any time may result in:

a The issuance of a stop work order; the issuance of a cease and
desist order; the denial or revocation of a building permit; the
denial or revocation of a Certificate of Occupancy; the deniil of
any other permit, license or approval to any developer, owner,
lessee, or user of the subject property; the revocation of any
other permit, license or approval from any developer, owner,
lessee, or user of the subject property; and/or

b. The revocationofthe Official Map Amendment, Conditionalllse,
Requested Use, Development Order Amendment, and/or any
other zoning approval; and/or

C. A requirementofthe developmentto conformwith the standzrds
of the ULDC at the time of the finding of nhon-compliance, or the
addition or modification of conditions reasonably relatedto the

e. Imposition of entitlement density or intensity.

and/or other zoning approval, in accordance with the provisions of
Section 5.8 of the ULDC, in response to any flagrant violation anci/or
continued violation of any condition of approval.
